ABOUT LISBON

Portugal, officially the Portuguese Republic, is a country locat-
ed on the Iberian Peninsula, in southwestern Europe whose
territory also includes the Atlantic archipelagos of the Azores
and Madeira. It features the westernmost point in continental
Europe, and its Iberian portion is bordered to the west and
south by the Atlantic Ocean and to the north and east by
Spain, the sole country to have a land border with Portugal. Its
two archipelagos form two autonomous regions with their own
regional governments. Lisbon is the capital and largest city by
population.

One of the oldest countries in Europe, its territory has been
continuously settled, invaded and fought over since prehistoric
times. The territory was first inhabited by pre-Roman and Celtic
peoples (at the time of the first large-scale Roman invasions in
Western Iberia, they preponderantly were the Lusitanians, the
Gallaecians, the Celtici and the Conii). Portugal was founded in
1143, year of the Zamora’s Treaty signing. The treaty, agreed
upon by D. Afonso Henriques, the first King of Portugal, and
Alphonse the VIl of Leén and Castile, recognized Portugal as
an independent kingdom.

Portugal has left a profound cultural, architectural and linguis-
tic influence across the globe, with a legacy of around 250
million Portuguese speakers around the world. It is a devel-
oped country with an advanced economy, Additionally, it ranks
highly in peacefulness, democracy, press freedom, stability,
social progress, prosperity and English proficiency.

The country’s history and culture, gastronomy and wines, are
among the main attractions, not to mention the beaches, surf-
ing, golf, the varied landscapes and, above all, the Portuguese
people, who are seen as affable, open and sincere. It is a great
place to visit with some fabulous tourist attractions.
